Although the 3,933-room hotel
is grand, the terrazzo is small enough that
an intimate group (50, max) will feel right
at home (bellagio.com).

You can literally ride off into the sunset
after saying your vows at this 640-acre
working dude ranch, adjacent to the
Saguaro National Park and Coronado
National Forest. The best sunset ceremo-
ny location: the Rincon Terrace, at the
ranch’s lodge, with unbeatable views of
the desert (tanqueverderanch.com).

After the first kiss, what better place to
raise the first glass than in the garden of a
1920s chateau at this Sonoma vineyard
just north of San Francisco? The ceremo-
ny site, which can accommodate up to 36
people, looks out across Sugarloaf Ridge
to the neat rows of grapes in the distance
(chateaustjean.com).

This stunning beach is made up of a cres-
cent of white sand bordered by black lava
rock. With views of Kahoolawe and Molo-
kini, it’s one of the island’s most popular
wedding locations. Just plan your vows for
off-hours unless yvou want much of the
island as your witness.
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Maui's Makena Beachis popular for good

reason—it's the longest on the isle.

Could there be a better tribute to burning
love than exchanging vows while over-
looking the crater of an active volcano? It’s
possible at Hawaii Volcanoes National
Park, where you're allowed to position up
toadozen chairs for guests to witness your
baptism by fire.
